       The preschool children will: 

  

1. Look forward to going to school and will enjoy school as a place for fun with friends, toys and learning 

experiences. 

 2. Decrease their separation anxiety from parents or caregivers. 

 3. Be able to initiate cooperative play during free-play periods. 

 4. Be able to respect, cooperate and develop a rapport with student teachers and adults in the school 

building.  

5. Participate as a leader and as a follower in group activities. 

6. Follow school and preschool rules.

7. Take care of their belongings in the storage bins provided for each child. 

 8. Attend to their personal hygiene needs.  

9. Learn to function as a group and follow a regular routine established by the preschool.  

10. Strengthen skills in listening, speaking, sharing, waiting their turn and the ability to think and reason. 

11. Recognize all letters of the alphabet readily, shapes, colors and numbers from 1-10.  

12. Develop a general knowledge of such themes as animals, birds, categories, clothing, color, shapes, 

community helpers, days of the week, phone numbers, families, growing things, food, health and 

cleanliness, holidays, stories, music, safety, sounds and weather etc.
